UNIX input and output redirection.

Suppose, your python program is Prog.py and the input sequence is in the file inputSeq, and suppose you would like to get program results in the file result.

Type the following on the UNIX prompt:

Python Prog.py < inputSeq  > result

This command will run your program Prog.py, reading input from the file inputSeq and write the output of the program into the file result.
To open file result and observe the output, use one of the UNIX editors: EMACS or PICO, for example.
